All over the world, the Spirit of God is active. Jesus didn't begin His public ministry until after the Spirit descended on Him. Similarly, We have been sealed with the Spirit in this Age of Grace! The Spirit is the third person of the Godhead and it is He who creates the powerful likeness of Jesus in us. Paul the apostle of this Age of Grace said the Kingdom should be advanced by the demonstration of God's loving power, rather than by clever speech.
