Col 1:20 And, having made peace through the blood of his cross, by him to reconcile all (SOME) things unto himself; by him, I say, whether they be things in earth, or things in heaven. 

Rev 21:5 And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all (SOME) things new. And he said unto me, Write: for these words are true and faithful.

Act 3:20-21 And he shall send Jesus Christ, which before was preached unto you: Whom the heaven must receive until the times of restitution of all (SOME) things, which God hath spoken by the mouth of all his holy prophets since the world began.
